[bookmark: Check475]|_|	Is the load chart clearly visible to the operator?
[bookmark: Check476]|_|	Are all operators trained and provided the operator’s manual for the particular crane being operated?
[bookmark: Check478]|_|	Have operators of construction-industry cranes of 5-ton capacity or greater capacity qualified for and been issued a valid operator’s card?
[bookmark: Check479]|_|	Are operating controls clearly identified?
[bookmark: Check480]|_|	Is a fire extinguisher provided at the operator’s station?
[bookmark: Check481]|_|	Is the rated capacity visibly marked on each crane?
[bookmark: Check482]|_|	Is an audible warning device mounted on each crane?
[bookmark: Check483]|_|	Is sufficient lighting provided for the operator to perform the work safely?
